Mark Lamster on Master of Shadows Peter Paul Rubens gives us a lot to think about in his
canvasses of rushing color, action, and puckered flesh, so itA¢a -4,¢s not surprising that his work
as a diplomat and spy has been neglected. One of my goals in writing Master of Shadows was to fill
that gap in the record. Here, after all, is an actual Old Master using actual secret codes, dodging
assassination, plotting the overthrow of foreign governments, and secretly negotiating for world
peace. Certainly, a biographer could not ask for a more compelling subject. Rubens was a
charismatic man of extraordinary learning, fluent in six languages, who made a fortune from his art.

He never fit the paradigm of the artist as a self-destructive figure at odds with convention. More than



one of his contemporaries actually thought his skill as a statesman surpassed his unmatched talent
before an easel. Though it is set four centuries ago, | believe readers will find the Rubens story
deeply resonant with contemporary experience. Rubens was a moderate man in a dogmatic time, a
pragmatist who spent much of his life working to end a seemingly intractable conflict driven by
ideologues. In writing the book, | was routinely astonished by the eerie parallels between his time
and our own. The political battles he fought naturally inform his paintings, many of which serve as
meditations on the costs and ravages of war. In illuminating this history, | hope Master of Shadows
will help modern audiences recapture some of the urgency and grandeur of his work--and his

If | described this book as a detailed biography of the great Baroque painter, you might wonder
whether it could sustain your interest for a book-length read. But then you might miss this highly
entertaining and skillfully written book---not only a master painter, serious scholar, and astute
businessman, Rubens was also a diplomat and spy who traveled in the upper echelons of European
society and royalty. Against the backdrop of the Spanish Inquisition, the Eighty Years’ War, and
other historical events filled with intrigue, war, big personalities, and, yes, sex, the author tells a
great tale of an extraordinary man in extraordinary times. Deftly written with great humor and care,
Master of Shadows is a hard-to-put-down page-turner once you start. If only all "art history" was this
much fun; hopefully Lamster will move on to other artists, assuming their stories are as fascinating

as this.



Presumably, scholarly readers will find little here to stimulate their interest; the general reader will
find this footnote to art and diplomatic history, enlightening and entertaining.The author devotes
sufficient space to the political-military conflicts of the various monarchies influential in the fate of
the part of the Netherlands to allow us to understand the rationale for Rubens diplomatic endeavors.
He provides sufficient art historical knowledge of Rubens Art to allow us to understand the
reputation which gave him access to the leading Western European Courts which welcomed him
even when his goals were understood by them to be contrary to their own.Shining above the
particulars of Art and Diplomacy is the character of a man who, equal to any, typified the values of
wise commitment to a Europe, free of the Religious, Political, Economic and Status hostilities which
impeded creation of conditions for greater wealth and well-being for all. Well-written and a good
