I appreciate the author's efforts to report insights from people who were around Prince when music

was made. This is understandably easier for the earlier stages of Prince's career and there are

some interesting new insights here. But as the author turns to more recent music, it becomes a

tedious personal narrative of the author's own opinions about shows or song by song reviews of

albums. It becomes like reading a Prince Internet site where fans who think their years of devotion

entitle them to judge every nuance of Prince's art. Read the first half, skip the rest.
