It was my favourite Bolivian guide because it covered

many places which weren't described in the most recent Lonely planet guides, Rough guide and

some other guides I have. However the fifth edition was from 2008 so I was very glad there was

finally a updated edition. Today I received my copy, but to my horror I noticed many villages and

other less known but beautiful places have been deleted. For instance Iskanwaya, Independencia

and surroundings , the 2 day walk to the llama chaqui ruins in the Torotoro park are no longer

described. If you only like to visit the most touristic places like La Paz, The southwest salar trek and

Potosi, the guide will probably be ok. But if you are interested like me in the real offbeat jewels

where hardly anyone goes, just leave this guide alone. Unfortunately most mayor guides these days

are no longer aimed at people going to more remote places. I've 25 Bolivian travel guides and the

older editions from Lonely Planet, Rough guide and unfortunately also footprint were far more

elaborated in describing all the interesting places.
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
