A lot of the area's history is woven in and out of

the book and in the appendix is a great chronology of Baja (including the capture in 1587 of the

Spanish galleon Santa Ana by Thomas Cavendish at Cabo San Lucas), and painstaking lists of the

plants, birds, mammals, reptiles and amphibians of the Cape Region.
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
